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Welcome to the Insight Sprite world!
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Each Sprite has a different way of moving so 
Bridgepoint Elementary has two entrances 
for different access needs. Some Sprites take 
the bridge to the front door of the school. 
Bridget, who has a mermaid tail, often uses 
the waterfall. 

Welcome to Bridgepoint Elementary, the 
Insight Sprite’s school. Nestled into a fallen 
log, this cozy school is where the Sprites 
come together to learn with their teacher 
Bridget.
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The cozy corner sits away from the main 
workspace and is a quite area available for 
reflection, breaks and alone time. The Sprites 
are encouraged to use the cozy corner 
whenever they need to. 

Inside Bridgepoint is a safe space. Here the 
Sprites are encouraged to be their authentic 
selves and all needs are seen as valid and 
important. The room maintains a sensory 
friendly atmosphere. A visual schedule 
provides predictability, and routines are 
maintained and honored.
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You may have noticed there’s one chair 
missing in the group area—that’s a dedicated 
spot for Bohdi, a wheelchair user who prefers 
to have one habitual spot just for them.  

Water flows through the middle and front of 
the classroom allowing Bridget easy access 
to wherever she is needed. The Sprites have 
various soft and squishy seating options for 
times when they choose to work together. 
The Sprites are always supported in standing 
or moving around the classroom however 
they need to so they can stay comfortable.  
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Behind the school is the playground. There 
are lots of fun things to do at the playground 
and each of the Sprites has their own favorite 
area. 

Next to the classroom is the cafeteria. The 
Sprites get their food from the counter or 
bring their lunches from home and can 
choose to eat indoors or outside.
